ACMP Foundation, established in 1993, seeks to promote and expand the work of ACMP—The Chamber
Music Network, in fostering participatory classical chamber music by people of all ages and skill levels.
Through its directories, publications, and other activities, ACMP encourages making music for the love
of it.

Since 1994, ACMP Foundation has awarded over $2.5 million to 221 community schools and youth
orchestras for programs that create opportunities for chamber music activity. (See 2006/07 grant recipients
list at www.acmp.net; ACMP Foundation page.) 

Grants, generally of $1,000 to $3,000, will be awarded in 2008 for both start-up and continuing programs
that fall within the Foundation's guidelines.

•  Description of faculty/staff qualifications

•  Sample programs of student chamber music performances if available 
•  Most recent brochure or catalog.

Deadline

Your application and all related materials must arrive in the Foundation office on or before

   7 December 2007.

Applications received after that date will not be considered. E-mail applications will not be accepted.
Submission via fax is discouraged. Incomplete applications will not be reviewed. 

Awards

Awards will be announced in January 2008. 

Successful applicants are required to monitor their program's effectiveness and submit final reports to
the Foundation. 

 



Funding criteria

In considering which proposals to fund, the Foundation looks at the following factors
(not necessarily in this order of importance):

• Importance of chamber music to the institution, as evidenced by the organization’s budget,

administrative support, etc.
• Adequacy of facilities.

• Staffing provisions: coaches, coördinator, other. 

• Realistic and practical financial plan: fee schedules, etc.

• Professional standards (fair compensation, reasonable rates, etc.).

• Cultural climate of geographic area served by the project.

• Extent to which support will be used for program activity as opposed to start-up expenses. 

• Potential for success: the likelihood of program continuance after the grant period ends.

• Number and qualifications of staff/faculty.

• Relationship of income to overall budget.

• Extent to which scholarships are offered. 

• Whether the project is an integral part of an operating budget or specially funded. 

• Relative significance of ACMP support. 

Activities not funded by the Foundation

While the Foundation encourages proposals conceived with applicants' particular needs in mind, certain
types of projects will not be considered, among them 

• Individual or group lessons in instrumental technique.

• Choral, orchestral, and chamber orchestra programs.

• Guest artist performances.

• Activities intended for audience development. 

• General administration.
